APPLICATION PROCESS
Admission to BLSYW is by Student Lottery.

BLSYW is enrolling 80- 6" grade students for the 2012-2013 school year. If the number of children seeking to
enroll in BLSYW exceeds the number of available spaces, students will be selected for admission by random
lottery on a grade-by-grade basis. BCPSS will oversee this process. Spaces will be offered in the order of the
names drawn with the rest of the names placed on the waiting list.

If the number of applicants for a given grade does not exceed the number of available spaces, all applicants will
be offered admission to the school in that grade.

The Application deadline is February 17, 2012. The Lottery will take place on February 23, 2012 at 5pm. All
students who are selected by the Lottery will be informed of their acceptance by March 1, 2012.

Families selected by the Lottery must provide BLSYW with written confirmation of their acceptance no
later than March 30, 2012. Decisions not received by this date will result in the student being placed on the
waiting list.
